It was during these days that the first dreams of being a property developer were
born, as Gary recognised opportunities of building, renovating and essentially
improving his environment. He always wanted to work in property and chose the
corporate route to lay the foundations for this ambition.

He worked as a Management Accountant for a year in 1992 and then as a
Property Manager for Cable and Wireless, moving to London to take on a senior
UK Management role. He eventually moved to US telecoms giant MCl and became
their International Estate’s Manager before he took his final step to another
American company, The Carlyle Group as their European Sales Director.

After around ten years on the corporate ladder, buying & selling literally hundreds
of properties across the world, it was time to fulfill his own ambition and in 2002
Gary founded The Richland Group. Within a short period of time, he established
himself as a successful property developer and the company’s profile and success
continues to grow.

Whilst growing his property company, Gary, along with his brother Dezzi, founded
‘The Kingly Club’ in Soho, London. An exclusive members bar which has been
voted ‘Bar of the Year 2004, 2005 and 2006 at the London Bar & Club awards
hosted and televised at the Park Lane Hilton Hotel.
